Dear Representative Baird;

First, I'd like to tell you how pleased I am at your continued re-election. I believe you are an excellent representative, and I appreciate your representation on issues for our district.

I am writing to you today regarding a very complex issue: that of electronic harassment and our so-called "new class" of weapons, otherwise improperly labeled "non-lethal" weapons.

I am writing because, in the last few months, I inadvertently became aware that I have been subjected to continuous attacks utilizing such "non-lethal" weapons since June 2002.

(As an aside, you might want to note that these attacks have affected you. When these attacks began, it was the intent of myself and my partner, a professional fund-raiser and former executive director of a Washington DC based poverty lobby, to stage fund-raising events on your campaign's behalf. She is also a founding organizer of the Department of Peace).

These attacks began as I was operating a website calling for boycotts of certain news channels and their programming tactics. In addition, this website went on to adamantly oppose the war in Iraq. Of course, there is much more to this story.

However, from the time my 501C3 made it known of its intent to mount a full-fledged boycott of a particular broadcaster, our mail service was been disrupted, email services - particularly on items related to the boycott - were disrupted, it seems that our phones were tapped and I have reason to believe that the house was bugged. But, most importantly, I began to experience an inexplicable deterioration of my health, which only began to make sense after inadvertently coming across a website called MindJustice.org.

I have to assume that you are aware of the "new class" of weapons. I have to assume that you might have at least an inkling of knowledge that these weapons are being tested on U.S. citizens without their knowledge, given the legislation passed by Congress which stipulates that our intelligence services have the right to test them on unsuspecting citizens.

I will also assume that you do not know, nor did I, that approximately 1% of the U.S. population is being subjected to such attacks at this time. If you browse the internet, and do a search on emf, electronic harrassment or even mind control, you will see that the topic of such harassment is not secretive, regardless of whether the government acknowledges it or not. And, that the problem is growing quickly, whether instigated by government agencies, unscrupulous corporations or even individuals using crude microwave and laser weapons.

Finally, I am writing to you because I have suffered greatly from these attacks, as have many other thousands of people. I am lucky simply because most people do not recognize that their declining health is due to such attacks until too late.

As I said, my discovery was by accident. But, now I need your help.

I am aware that a small group of citizens recently met with Sen. Harry Reid and discussed their problems with such harassment. Sen. Reid, according to them, had them fill out some forms which allowed his staff to inquire of Federal Intelligence Agencies as to whether THEY were responsible for the harassment of these targeted individuals (as we are called). Further, if these agencies were not involved with non-consensual experimentation, then they would be able to investigate in order to determine who is  responsible for those attacks.

I am hoping that you will afford me the same opportunity. Because, even though I can prove that a particular corporation was "playing games with me" even to this day, corresponding contextually with the electronic attacks, it can not be proven without signal detection. And, I am still being attacked. At the very least, I would ask that you request that the FCC come to my area and do a "sweep" to detect these signals.

I have indicated a few urls that will help you if you seek more information. Please feel free to contact me if you have questions. I have great hopes that you will be able to assist me, and thereby assist thousands of other people in putting an end to this kind of harassment.

Electronic Harrassment and Assault
It is estimated that 1% of the population of the United States (3 million people) is subjected to some form of electronic harrassment and/or assault every year. And, as companies specializing in the detection and deterrance of electronic harrassment will tell you, the incidence of such harrassment has been rising dramatically over the last few years.

This harrassment typically emanates from 4 sectors: 

1) The U.S. Federal Government, testing supposedly "non-lethal weapons" on U.S. Citizens without their consent, as well as  political dissidents who are being suppressed

2) Corporations seeking to discredit or harm individuals who might otherwise bring Civil and Criminal actions against them

3) Private citizens who are professionally exposed to the development of such technologies and use them for "fun" or profit in direct violation of their employment contracts and Federal Security Clearances.

4) Extremist "Cause Groups", which may be neighborhood watch groups, churches, political operators and others who believe that they have the power and "mandate" as vigilantes to use electronic harrassment in a manner that the DHS would term "weed and seed".

The Weapons in Use
Devices used as weapons by non-governmental agencies run the gamut of what has become "dual use technology". Much of the information necessary to convert or build these weapons is readily available on the internet.

Devices converted to weapons include lasers, microwave ovens, police traffic radar guns... practically anything that delivers a microwave signal can be used to inflict great harm on its targets.

Of course, well-funded corporations, particularly corporations with access to satellite technology (such as DirecTV or the Dish Network) can easily utilize it's satellite operations to direct microwave radiation at targeted individuals. In addition, they are able to employ other companies specializing in electronic surveillance and harrassment to carry on attacks. 

Federral Agencies, and the contractors working for them, have access to technology such as ultrasound, infrasound, maser, laser and more, which produce effects ranging from dizziness, nausea, inability to concentrate, visual impairment and blindness, numbing of the skin and head, alteration of pulse and breathing (and other autonomic functions), visual and audible presentations by means voice to skull transmissions (which are diagnosed by unknowledgeable health and law enforcement officials as hallucinations).

Such attacks are known to have been mounted against individuals for more than 10 years at a time, often resulting in untimely death or, as targeted individuals become weary, suicide. It is no exaggeration that subjection to these attacks is very much like being a prisoner who is constantly being subjected to physical and psychological torture.

The goal of this targeting is to cause death, suicide, or, to cause the targeted individual to commit a violent act as a means of last-resort self-defense, resulting in incarceration. Ultimately, the individual is at the very least discredited. Once discredited, no one will listen to their complaints. Mission accomplished.

Law Enforcement
The detection of these attacks is nearly impossible unless an individual has upwards of $100,000 to invest in signal detection equipment, or to hire a company or private investigator. The FCC states it has no jurisdiction to investigate microwave transmissions (although their mandate is to monitor and enforce laws related to the use of radio frequency transmission). However, the FCC has trucks equipped to easily detect such signals, as well as locate the point of origin. 

Local law enforcement's attitude is typically to deny the knowledge of such weapons and the occurance of such attacks. In fact, a targeted individual who reports such attacks to police departments has historically made the first mistake toward being labeled "mentally ill". This, despite the fact that police chiefs off the record have acknowledged the problem, and actually view these vigilantes as "doing a public service" by supposedly controlling "problem individuals".

Similarly, targeted individuals who seek medical assistance receive the same treatment, and subject themselves to potential involuntary institutionalization for reporting symptoms of attacks to doctors and mental health workers who are uninformed and unmotivated to inform themselves.

Imagine how this technology could be used if abused.

C A M B R I D G E, Mass., Aug. 31  It's nice to think of the world as a symphony, but most of the time it's cacophony — clashing noises coming from all around us. 

· "When you listen to sound over loudspeakers," says F. Joseph Pompei at the Media Lab at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, "you don't have any control over where the sound goes. Sometimes you don't want it to go everywhere 

Pompei has devised a way to solve that problem. He has figured out how to "steer" sounds by aiming them only where he wants them to go with a device he calls an "Audio Spotlight."

A Beam of Sound 

It looks like a disc-shaped loudspeaker, trailing a wire, with a small laser guide-beam mounted in the middle. When Pompei points the flat side of the disc in your direction, you hear whatever sound he's chosen to play for you — perhaps jazz from a CD. 

But when he turns the disc away, the sound fades almost to nothing. It's markedly different from a conventional speaker, whose orientation makes much less difference.

Here's a quick explanation of what's going on: In nature, sound travels in waves — spreading in every direction, bouncing off some surfaces and being absorbed by others. It is certainly not linear. If you've ever left your seat at a ball game to get a hot dog, and learned from the roar of the crowd that you just missed the big play, you know all about that.

But Pompei's Spotlight transmits ultrasound that is very similar to the high-frequency signal a doctor uses to examine a baby in the womb. Ultrasound is too high-pitched for the human ear, but it can be aimed in a straight line and made to give off audible sound along its path. 

"So you can control where your sound comes from and where it goes," says Pompei.

Real-World Uses 

Pompei says he thinks marketers and exhibitors could have a wonderful time with his invention. A voice in a store could invite you to a sale on the next floor, perhaps. Or you could stand in front of a painting at a museum and hear from the artist and then hear a different recording when you move to the next painting. 

But the best use of these new sounds, says Pompei, would be to promote peace and quiet.

Daimler-Chrysler has already tried the technology in a prototype truck, so that each passenger can listen to his or her favorite music without the annoyance (and, for the driver, danger) of headphones.

Likewise, imagine sitting at home next to a family member, who's watching some show you detest — but you don't care because you're outside the beam of sound and can't hear it.

No more yelling at the kids to turn that thing off? "Right," he answered. "You'll say, 'Turn it away from me.'"
