In the last 20 years, technological advancements have made it possible to develop what John Kerry refers to as the “new class” of weapons. 

These weapons are often referred to as “non-lethal”, sometimes called “EMP” weapons, and include highly advanced psychotronic devices for voice to skull communications and thought insertion via microwave transmissions.

It is estimated that approximately 1% of the population of North America is currently effected by Directed Energy Devices – most often without their knowledge. 

They are exposed to it from a number of sources ranging from disgruntled neighbors who modify consumer products like microwave ovens and use them as weapons, to employees of defense contractors or even federal agencies performing domestic spying operations or nonconsensual experimentation on U.S. citizens.

Because of the kinds of physical and psychological harm caused by some of these devices their use can only be described as civil and human rights violations. The kind that are typically mis-diagnosed or ignored, and leaving the source of the abuse unchecked.

The Department of Peace Legislation concerns itself with such violations because of the damage done to a culture of peace by the injustices inflicted by the use of devices such as directed energy weapons, and to provide a voice for those whose numbers may be statistically few but violated nonetheless by tracking such violations - in ways that allow patterns of abuse to present themselves.

We need a department in our government that specifically looks out for those whose “inalienable rights” are overlooked because their rights are abused in ways normal people would consider unimaginable, or by individuals or agencies typically considered above reproach. 

The Department of Peace would do that.

Directed Energy Weapons and Devices

Active Denial System: Maximum pain is aim of new US weapon

The US military is funding development of a weapon that delivers a bout of excruciating pain from up to 2 kilometres away. Intended for use against rioters, it is meant to leave victims unharmed. But pain researchers are furious that work aimed at controlling pain has been used to develop a weapon. And they fear that the technology will be used for torture.
It concerns so-called Pulsed Energy Projectiles (PEPs), which fire a laser pulse that generates a burst of expanding plasma when it hits something solid, like a person (New Scientist print edition, 12 October 2002). The weapon, destined for use in 2007, could literally knock rioters off their feet.

The Space Preservation Act of 2001 H.R. 2977 as originally presented by Dennis Kucinich clearly calls for a ban on the use of Directed Energy and Eletromagnetic Weapons in Section 7

(i) directing a source of energy (including molecular or atomic energy, subatomic particle beams, electromagnetic radiation, plasma, or extremely low frequency (ELF) or ultra low frequency (ULF) energy radiation) against that object; or

(ii) Inflicting death or injury on, or damaging or destroying, a person (or the biological life, bodily health, mental health, or physical and economic well-being of a person)-
 (iii) through the use of land-based, sea-based, or space-based systems using radiation, electromagnetic, psychotronic, sonic, laser, or other energies directed at individual persons or targeted populations for the purpose of information war, mood management, or mind control of such persons or populations; or…

EDWARDS AIR FORCE BASE, California -- Air-raid sirens, Frank Sinatra songs and Muhammad Ali trash talk blared over the Southern California desert in a demonstration of new acoustic technology for crowd control and disaster communications. 

In mid-90's morning heat at Edwards Air Force Base, HPV Technologies and American Technology demonstrated prototypes of non-lethal sonic devices for a group of military and law enforcement guests, including representatives of the U.K. Home Office.

Representatives of both companies say that within days, they will ship some units of their respective products to areas hit by Hurricane Katrina, so authorities can use the tools for crowd control, aid distribution and rescue operations.

Costa Mesa, California-based HPV showed off three sizes of its Magnetic Acoustic Device, or MAD, a black square panel composed of multiple speakers. The units on display ranged from about 4 to 10 feet across.

The device uses magnets approximately 6 inches tall and 9.25 inches wide to convert electrical pulses into sound waves, and is capable of aiming sound precisely for thousands of feet -- like the sonic equivalent of a laser, or spotlight. 

Its path and reach can be affected by environmental factors such as nearby flat surfaces, hills, bodies of water or strong bursts of wind.

A series of test sounds beamed out by MAD, including gunfire, music and instructional commands, were audible and intelligible at distances of up to a mile. 

Anyone not directly in the path of this focused beam will hear nothing. And, if it’s pointed at you, there is nothing you can do to stop the sound. 

When a subject is at close range in MAD's sonic path, and it is set to high volume, the sound can be excruciating. "They can very easily put this on a truck and send sound out for a minimum of at least a mile in either direction."

Also on display at Edwards Air Force Base was American Technology's LRAD, a portable device that can be easily mounted on vehicles. Its smaller size and light weight comes with an accordingly smaller reach: The device is generally used for distances from 100 to 600 meters.

The U.S. Navy is currently using 60 of the devices in Iraq and other regions. Several U.S. law enforcement agencies are using or plan to use the device shortly. 

American Technology announced today that Boston's police department has signed up for the device.

While both manufacturers stressed that their devices were designed primarily to hail, warn or communicate, other sonic technologies have been used by governments as a less pleasant way to disperse crowds.

Both HPV's MAD and American Technology's LRAD are said to excel in mid- to higher-frequency sound ranges where sounds like sirens, alert "chirps" and human speech reside. Products from both companies could be used, at high volume, to harm subjects who do not comply with commands.

DEFERENCE TONES - A NONLETHAL WEAPON consisting of sophisticated arrays that can project a voice, or other sound, to a particular location so that the sound can only be heard at that particular location.   [10:2754]
DIRECTED ENERGY DEVICE - A system using DIRECTED ENERGY (DE) primarily for a purpose other than as a weapon. Directed energy devices may produce effects that could allow the device to be used as a weapon against certain threats, for example, laser rangefinders and designators used against sensors that are sensitive to light. [7:CJCS MOP 6, APPENDIX B] 
DIRECTED ENERGY WARFARE (DEW) - Military action involving the use of DE weapons, devices, and countermeasures to either cause direct damage or destruction of enemy equipment, facilities, and personnel, or to prevent hostile use of the electromagnetic spectrum through damage, destruction, and disruption. It also includes actions taken to protect friendly equipment, facilities, and personnel and retain friendly use of the electromagnetic spectrum. [7:CJCS MOP 6, APPENDIX B] 
DIRECTED ENERGY WEAPON (DEW) - (1) A system using DIRECTED ENERGY (DE) primarily as a direct means to damage or destroy enemy equipment, facilities, and personnel. [1] (2) A HARD-KILL ECM weapon employing directed energy, such as PARTICLE BEAM, HIGH ENERGY LASER, LASER ZAPPER, high powered microwaves, etc. []
DIRECTED ENERGY WEAPON INTELLIGENCE (DEWINT) - Intelligence derived from the collection and analysis of DIRECTED ENERGY WEAPONS (DEW) or directed-weapon-related radio frequency/HIGH POWERED RF, ELECTROMAGNETIC PULSES (EMP), LASERS, and PARTICLE BEAMS (PB). []  NOTE:  DEWINT is a component of MEASUREMENT AND SIGNATURE INTELLIGENCE (MASINT).

DIRECTED STICK RADIATOR (DSR) - A portable battery-operated NONLETHAL WEAPON that uses a highly focused and intense acoustic pressure wave to disorient and disable targeted individuals up to 100 yards away.  [American Technology Corp. press release 10/30/2001]  NOTES: (1) The DSR causes no lasting effects and can be safely used in aircraft without fear of puncturing the fuselage.  (2) The DSR could also be used for animal control.  (3) The DSR also has application in secure communications and psychological warfare.  

In secure communications, the DSR would work as a directional loudspeaker, whereby messages could be sent to individuals in a crowd without disturbing or alerting others. [10:2946]

ACOUSTIC BULLET - A NONLETHAL WEAPON consisting of a high-power, very low frequency acoustic beam weapon that incapacitates by creating plasma in form to the target, generating an impact wave like that of a blunt object. It causes blunt object trauma, as opposed to that of a conventional bullet which cause ripping and tearing of the target.  [10:2341]   See also SONIC BULLET.
CHARGED PARTICLE BEAM (CPB) - A DIRECTED ENERGY WEAPON (DEW) under DoD's WEAPONS SYSTEMS TECHNOLOGIES (WST).  The generation, propagation and control of high-intensity electron beams designed to incapacitate the target through shock or thermal effects.  [www.dtic.mil]  See also ANTIMATTER PARTICLE BEAM (APB), GAMMA-RAY LASER (GRASER), HIGH POWER MICROWAVE/RADIO FREQUENCY (HPM/RF), KINETIC ENERGY WEAPON (KEW) and NEUTRAL PARTICLE BEAM (NPB).
Electromagnetic and Informational Weapons: The Remote  Manipulation of the Human Brain

Several scientists have warned that the latest advances in neurophysiology could be used for the manipulation of the human brain.

In June 1995, Michael Persinger, who worked on the American Navy's project of Non-lethal electromagnetic weapons, published a scientific article where he states:

"the technical capability to influence directly the major portion of the approximately six billion brains of the human species without mediation through classical sensory modalities by generating neural information within a physical medium within which all members of the species are immersed… is now marginally feasible“ (11).
In 1998, the French National Bioethics Committee warned that  "neuroscience is being increasingly recognized as posing a potential threat to human rights“ (12). 

In May 1999 the neuroscientists conference, sponsored by the UN, took place in Tokyo. Its final declaration formally acknowledges that :

"Today we have intellectual, physical and financial resources to master the power of the brain itself, and to develop devices to touch the mind and even control or erase consciousness…We wish to profess our hope that such pursuit of knowledge serves peace and welfare" (13).

On the international political scene, in the last few years, the concept of remote control of the human brain has become  a matter of international and intergovernmental negotiation. In January 1999, the European Parliament passed a resolution where it called  "for an international convention introducing a global ban on all developments and deployments of weapons which might enable any form of manipulation of human beings.“ (14)
